Shoppers had £270million added to their
bills by a price-fixing cartel operated by the
supermarket giants, it has been alleged.

Stores such as Tesco, Asda, Sainsbury
and Safeway - now owned by Morrisons -
are accused of colluding to push up the
cost of milk and other dairy products.

The net effect was to add 3p to the price of
a pint of milk, 15p to a half pound of
cheese and 15p to a 250g pack of butter.

The shocking allegations from the Office of §
Fair Trading are thought to provide the first £
concrete evidence that the big
supermarkets - which dominate the
£125billion grocery industry - have abused
their monopoly position to rip off the public.

If found guilty, the combined penalty across
all the companies is likely to run to several :
